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BATTERY INSTALLATION AND CARE

Install the batteries supplied into the battery compartment.
The battery compartment lid is retained by a sliding catch
mechanism as shown below. The + and - battery terminals
must be aligned as indicated in the battery compartment.
Nominal battery life is approximately +50 Hrs in
continuous use. The characters on the LCD display appear
paler as the batteries become exhausted. The unit includes
shutdown circuitry which will automatically switch the
unit off when the batteries need replacing.

The controls for Sig-Net are protected by a hinged lid
which houses the antennas. The lid also acts as a prop to
allow Sig-Net to be placed free standing on any suitable
surface.

A Caution - the lid incorporates a magnetic catch, avoid
close proximity to any object sensitive to magnetic fields.

To start using Sig-Net open the lid to reveal the
controls. Press and hold the On button ° until
the following display is shown:

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Current mode settings are indicated in the Mode window.
The button groups present the following functionality:

Display
@ turns the display backlight on and off.

0 switches antenna modes between Strength and
Direction.

e Cycles through High, Medium and Low sensitivity.

@ Switches the audio output between Click which
indicates signal strength and Audio which indicates
signal activity.

00 Increase or decrease the sound volume. Set the
volume to O (zero) before setting Threshold or Peak
alarms for silent alarm.

Alarm
Only available in Strength mode.
@ Cycles through the three the Alarm settings:
No Alarm (Alarm function disabled).

Threshold Alarm (Alarm turns on and off as the
signal strength moves above and below the set
threshold). The threshold is indicated by a solid
square  on the bottom row of the signal strength
window.
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Peak Alarm once the threshold is exceeded the
alarm stays triggered, (peak signal strength indicated
by a triangle ) until the alarm is reset or cancelled;
Either cancel Alarm mode - press @/ or reset the

Peak Alarm by adjusting the threshold e
then re-enter Peak Alarm mode by pressing €3).

ee Increases and decreases the Alarm threshold. Sig-
Net automatically enters Threshold mode when
the threshold is adjusted. (after setting the required
threshold press @ for Peak Alarm mode).

Note  Set the threshold too high and some signals may
not trigger the alarm. Set the threshold too low and
the alarm will be constantly triggered.

Use the strength mode to identify general area of strong
signals. If the display reaches maximum level, reduce the
sensitivity level. If you are registering max level in the
lowest sensitivity setting, change to direction mode to pin-
point the source.
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
